I went on to direct Doctors (BBC), which won best On Screen
Chemistry at the ITV Soap Awards and Hollyoaks (C4), which won Best Soap for the first time during my tenure.
I directed the live action for Spooks Interactive, which won a BAFTA and was nominated for an EMMY. I spent
5 years (part time) working with Actors at E15 Drama School, which gave me a huge opportunity to nurture talent
and develop my blocking and directing style. I was a winner with the inaugural ARRI Trinity Challenge, to shoot a
short film all in one take. My film A Midwinter Night’s Dream won several awards and screened at film festivals
including Fright Fest, DragonCon, Cameraimage, London Independent and Oxford.

I spent 15 years in the camera department on 200 TV shows and 13 feature films including Harry Potter and The
Muppets as well as East Enders, Robot Wars and Big Brother as a training ground to become a director. I have
written and directed four feature films (Top 16% of UK directors) Death (2012) The Search for Simon, (2013),
The Gatehouse (2015) and Atomic Apocalypse (aka Black Flowers World Premiere at Sitges International Film
Festival 2018). My films have screened at festivals across the world, picked up international distribution and won
many awards. Death and The Search For Simon are being re-released in 2020/2021. Atomic Apocalypse has
just been released in North America. I have directed Live Action, Motion Control, Motion Capture, Stunts and
complicated VFX and CGI. I have worked in all genres from serious drama to fantasy, sci-fi, mystery and comedy.
I have more than 1000 days on set experience.
